Boys’ Writing Project - to improve boys’ motivation and attainment as writers
This project includes training for lead practitioners and support in the setting to undertake action research. In previous projects in Gloucestershire and Oxfordshire 20 settings have taken part, including schools and linked pre-schools to support transitions. 

The action research involves:

· Making observations and tracking boys initially and through the project

· An audit of provision

· An action plan

· An evaluation of the impact of changes made. 

Practitioners make case studies of 2 boys and create a portfolio of evidence.

The aim of the project is to enable practitioners to have a better understanding of how children learn to write, improved observation skills, a better understanding of the different learning styles of individual children, and the ability to plan for, and support the different learning styles. 

As a result, boys will have more confidence in themselves as learners, and in particular in themselves as writers as well as Improved writing skills, appropriate to the age and developmental stage of the children.

Previous projects have had significant impact on attainment, showing:
· Improved outcomes in CLLD for boys and girls in all participating schools ranging from 2.5 % to 60.4 %

· Improved outcomes in Writing for boys of up to 60.8 %
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
